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Abstract. The article studies strategic approaches to determining organizational and legal
mechanisms of countering cyberterrorism as a today’s threat to security of the society and
the state in conditions of new global challenges of digital transformation in all spheres
of life and with consideration of increase in geopolitical tension. Therefore, the scientific
novelty of the research consists in its contributing to the ongoing discussion about new
evolving threats to information security — cybercrime, the principal manifestation of which
is cyberterrorism, undergoing changes in conditions of digital reality. As a result, the article
demonstrates how, on one hand, the inevitable digital transformation of all spheres of
social life influences the formation of new legal standards and improvement of the existing
legal standards in the sphere of countering cybercrime, and how, on the other hand, digital
technologies allow dealing with the digital risks, challenges and threats, which result from
the same technologies. Moreover, the article highlights the role of ensuring cybersecurity
in the system of higher education institutions through the example of the BSTU named
after V. G. Shukhov, where it is at a high level due to comprehensive approach, which
includes advanced technical solutions, educational programs and the active participation

Introduction

The international community, in conditions
of the fourth industrial revolution, is facing the
new threats to information security — cybercrime
(Kapustin, Kliuchko & Molchanova, 2025:
1532), the principal manifestation of which
is cyberterrorism (Kapustin, Kliuchko &
Molchanova, 2025: 47-50). Of particular concern
is the infiltration of terrorist organizations’

members into the Internet network, who actively
spread propaganda of their ideas and policies
among the civilian population, recruit young
people into their fold, or make preparations for
terrorist attacks.

Taking into consideration that the efficient
measures against cyberterrorism are one of the
conditions for providing national and regional
security, the interstate cooperation, aimed at
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coordinating efforts in countering transnation-
al terrorism, and, in the first place, in terms
of forming effective organizational and legal
mechanisms for countering it, would facilitate
anti-terrorist security in the international space
in conditions of digital reality.

Theoretical Framework

The term “cyberterrorism” appeared in
the late twentieth century. The progenitor of
the term under study is believed to be an Amer-
ican scientist Barry Collin. He considered cy-
berterrorism as “using high technologies for
paralyzing the work of the most important
national infrastructures, and for intimidating
the government or population” (Stepanov (ed.),
2013: 25-26).

The scientific community has most re-
grettably not yet developed a unified view on
the definition of cyberterrorism. In particular,
P.N. Kobets suggests understanding the term
of cyberterrorism as “committing cyberattacks
on information systems and propagandizing
terrorist ideology and activity in information
and telecommunications networks for intim-
idation of population, public authorities and
international organizations” (Kobets, 2022:
90-95). It seems appropriate to agree with the
opinion of E. A. Kapitonova and define cyber-
terrorism as a “willful criminal encroachment
on an information resource or the usage of
such a resource, which results in intimidating
the population and creating a danger of loss of
life, significant property damage or other grave
consequences, with the purpose of influencing
the decision-making by government authori-
ties or international organizations, or a threat
of committing such actions with the same pur-
poses” (Kapitonova, 2015: 39-40).

K.O. Samuel and V.R. Osman in their
research, devoted to cyber-terrorist attacks,
point out that the foremost threat to cybersecu-
rity today is associated with international data
transmission, which is virtually not controlled
in any way (Samuel, Osman, 2014: 1085-1086).
The fundamental problem consists in con-
tradictory approaches to cybersecurity both
on the international and on the national level.
The lack of systematic approach in this cate-
gory significantly complicates the development

of international legal regulation in this sphere
(Rusinova, Martynova, 2024).

Statement of the Problem:

a Specific Problem, Considered

by the Author in the Paper and Being

a Logical Derivation From the Introduction

Conventions of the United Nations Orga-
nization (henceforth referred as the UNO) are
for now the only universal agreement, which
comprehensively regulates the international
cooperation in countering crime on the world
level. Meanwhile, recently some Western coun-
tries have been making every effort to politi-
cize the mechanisms of the Convention. Russia
advocates filling the gaps in the standards of
international law and achieving specific agree-
ments concerning the mechanisms of imple-
mentation of the Convention provisions with
the purpose of providing the efficient function-
ing of international legal regime of fighting
cybercrime, based on principles of justice and
with due regard to the interests of developing
economies.

In conditions of the multipolar world for-
mation, such interstate associations as BRICS,
SCO, CSTO and CIS rise to a new geopolitical
level. Interstate cooperation in countering cy-
berterrorism in conditions of digital transfor-
mation of all the spheres of human life becomes
a self-consistent factor of providing both inter-
national and regional anti-terrorist security.

Methods: List of Specific (Particular)
Methods of Research

The study of the issues of cyberterrorism
as a today’s threat to social and national secu-
rity requires using interdisciplinary approach,
which combines the methods of sociological,
legal, politological and economic analysis.

Methodological framework is presented
with a set of cognitive principles of social real-
ity and norms of their development, interaction
and interrelation in the context of theory and
practice. The study uses both general scien-
tific (dialectical method of cognition, analysis
and synthesis, comparison, abstracting and
concretizing, generalization, formalization,
induction and deduction), and special juridical
methods of research (sociological, formal logi-
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cal, comparative legal analysis, juridical mod-
elling). Special attention is paid to dialectical
method of cognition, aimed at studying cyber-
terrorism as a phenomenon of social-legal na-
ture, which transforms in conditions of digital
reality, undergoing changes and assuming new
forms and structures.

Discussion

First of all, when studying the question of
countering cyberterrorism, we should analyze
international law acts in this sphere. Here we
should take as a basis the documents by the
UNO, which determine the order of coopera-
tion in the sphere of crime prevention in gen-
eral'. Though since the 13th United Nations
Congress on Crime Prevention and Criminal
Justice in 1990 the UNO has been considering
various processes in computer-related spheres,
it still has not developed or adopted any docu-
ment, dealing specifically with countering cy-
berterrorism under modern conditions (Anton-
yan, 2020: 51-55).

The Council of Europe adopted in 2001
an important document — the Budapest Con-
vention on Cybercrime?, which regulates the
actions of countries at countering the Internet
crimes. But the Russian Federation did not ac-
cede to the convention due to disagreements
over content of article 32 of the document. In
particular, according to this part of the docu-
ment, the participants of this mechanism gain
transboundary access to data at the disposal of
the other party, without notification of the au-
thorities of the country, having the information
in question. As the representative of the RF
Ministry of Foreign Affairs pointed out, “the
Russian party is not satisfied with foreign intel-
ligence agencies being able to interfere with ac-

tivity of computer networks in the Russian Fed-
eration without any official notifications, as this
can threaten our security and sovereignty”3.

In conditions of complicated geopolitical
environment, subjective politicization of inter-
national venues and unprecedented sanctions
by Western countries, the national policy of the
Russian Federation is focused on strengthen-
ing the international cooperation with strategic
partners.

On the global stage, in conditions of glo-
balization and subjective politicization of in-
ternational venues, the interstate association of
the Federative Republic of Brazil, the Russian
Federation, the Republic of India, the People’s
Republic of China and the Republic of South
Africa — the BRICS — rises to a new geopo-
litical level®. For the first time, the issue of cy-
bersecurity within the BRICS framework was
raised at the 3" Summit in the Sanya Decla-
ration of 2011. In this document, the countries
stated the necessity of cooperation in strength-
ening the international information security
and countering cybercrime?.

The movement to a new higher level of
providing cybersecurity in the BRICS was
made in 2024, when the Russian Federation
began chairmanship in the BRICS. Particular-
ly, on April 17, 2024 at the 10" meeting of the
BRICS working group on the issues of security
in the use of information and communication
technologies, an important decision was taken,
concerning forming the register of BRICS
contact points for sharing information about
computer attacks or incidents. Besides, the
countries noted the importance of starting a

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dialog in academic and scientific fields con-
cerning the problems of this issue.

Thus, on October 24, 2024, at the 16™
BRICS Summit the heads of states and govern-
ments adopted the Kazan Declaration, which
was an important step towards strengthening
the international cooperation in the sphere of
information and communication technologies
(hereafter — ICT), cybersecurity and artificial
intelligence (hereafter — Al).

The Kazan Declaration pays special atten-
tion to combatting cybercrime, emphasizing
the need for international cooperation in this
sphere. The focus of this declaration is on col-
lection, storage and exchange of the evidence of
crimes, committed with the use of information-
communication systems, which contributes to
the more effective crime fighting at the inter-
national level.

In the Eurasian space there is a system
of collective information security for effec-
tive protection against cyberthreats. One of
the key initiatives is the Collective Security
Treaty Organization (hereafter referred to
as CSTO)®. Within the framework of CSTO
there is the Working group of experts on the
issues of countering terrorism and extremism,
the Working group on the information policy
and security, and the CSTO Consultative Co-
ordination Center on the issues of responding
computer incidents. In 2017 the CSTO Crisis
Response Center was established. In order to
counter cybercrime activity, the “PROKSI”
operation is carried out on an ongoing basis’.
Besides, the priority areas of cooperation were
identified in 2024, and for the near future it was
decided to counter:

— the usage of the Internet for spreading
information, which causes damage to national
and allied interests, destabilization of the in-
ternal political environment, and incites ethnic
and religious strife;

— activity of terrorist and extremist crime
groups, and dissemination of information for
involving the citizens of the member states in

participation in local armed conflicts, in ter-
rorist and extremist organizations, in sending
false reports of mining, and the sources of such
false information;

— unlawful activity of international and
foreign hacking groups, which carry out illegal
activities in the Internet, and computer attacks
on critical information infrastructure®.

Another initiative is an interregional orga-
nization — the Shanghai Cooperation Organi-
zation (hereafter referred to as SCO). The SCO
is constantly expanding the scope of coopera-
tion for eliminating new unconventional threats
to security in the region, which is based on
joint counter-terrorism actions, and pays spe-
cial attention to ensuring the information se-
curity (Lu, 2023: 170)°. Thus, in 2005 at the 5
Summit, the heads of the SCO member states
signed the Declaration'®, in which for the first
time the information terrorism was mentioned,
thus beginning cooperation in the sphere of
cybersecurity within the framework of SCO.
In 2009, at the 9th SCO Summit, the members
signed the Agreement between the govern-
ments of SCO member states on cooperation in
the field of ensuring international information
security. It is remarkable that here for the first
time at the international legal level the problem
of the existence of specific threats in the sphere
of information security was identified, and the
main areas, forms and mechanisms of coopera-
tion in this sphere were determined (Gainetdi-
nova, Sizykh, 2019).

The SCO has created the Regional Anti-
Terrorist Structure (hereafter — RATS),

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which is also engaged in strengthening coop-
eration in the sphere of information security.
In its turn, the RATS has developed a database
of potential threats and risks, so that member
states can exchange information about cyber-
threats and innovative practices of fighting
them. Since 2015, under the RATS coordina-
tion, the joint counter-cyberterrorism exercises
have been carried out regularly.

It must be admitted that certain experience
of developing a regional antiterrorist document
(the Concept) has been gained by the Com-
monwealth of Independent States (hereafter
referred to as CIS). Particularly, in the frame-
work of activity of the CIS Anti-Terrorist Cen-
ter'! on September 24, 2009, the Concept of
cooperation between security agencies and spe-
cial services in the sphere of information coun-
teraction against terrorism and other violent
manifestations of extremism was adopted'?.
The document sets the following measures of
fighting cyberterrorism: monitoring and anal-
ysis of possible terrorist threats; improving
the information protection in the Internet; im-
proving the legal mechanisms of informational
counteraction against terrorism etc.

The facts of the modern reality clear-
ly demonstrate the abuse of digital tools by
some countries for their own selfish purposes.
A resonant case of cyberterrorist attack, that
shocked the world community, was on Sep-
tember 17, 2024 in Lebanon; over 4000 people
were the victims of it. Electronic pagers started
to explode all over the country, due to explo-
sives, that had been planted into them (accord-
ing to another version, the devices had been
hacked, which caused simultaneous detonation

of lithium-ion batteries due to their overheat-
ing) 3.

On this background, on December 24,
2024, the UN General assembly approved
by consensus the Convention against Cy-
bercrime, which had been developed by the
initiative of Russia'. That was the first ever
universal international agreement in the sphere
of information security, which confirmed the
relevance of the new international legal norms
for the fair regulation of digital sphere for the
benefit of the entire world community.

The Convention is aimed at countering the
unauthorized access to electronic data and ille-
gal data interception, and preventing launder-
ing money from unlawful acts.

In general, the implementation of cyber-
security policy is a continuous process, which
is necessary to effectively counter the ever-
developing environment of cyberthreats and
to protect the critical infrastructure of member
states, as well as to increase the opportunities
of member states for preventing cybercrimes
and timely responding to them (Alimov, Kayu-
mov, 2023: 66—67).

The problem of countering cyberterror-
ism in the Russian Federation is of special
importance today, in conditions of the special
military operation, in the course of which mil-
itary actions are taking place not only in the
physical, but also in the information space,
with the purpose of creating social tension in
the country and, as a result, disorganizing the
state system.

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2024 was the year when Russia reached a
peak of crimes involving the information tele-
communication technologies.

Let us consider one of the significant cy-
berattacks in Russia in 2024. Thus, in the
course of elections of the President of Russia,
our country endured an unprecedented num-
ber of cyberattacks. As the Head of the Central
Electoral Commission said, “there were over
12 million cyberattacks”!®. Most of all, the re-
mote e-voting system and the state automated
system “Vybory” were targeted. In total, in
2024, in the lead-up to the presidential elec-
tions, the Roscomnadzor (the Federal Service
for Supervision of Communications, Informa-
tion Technology and Mass Media) removed
over 4000 links, containing calls to extremist
or terrorist actions 'S.

Nowadays, there is the Complex Plan for
Countering Terrorist Ideologies in the Russian
Federation for 2024—2028, enacted by the Pres-
ident of the Russian Federation. As it is stated
in § 4.1.2 of it, it is necessary “to facilitate the
functioning of a unified system for countering
the spread of misinformation in the information
and telecommunication network “Internet”,
under which to respond quickly to attempts of
psychological influence on population by in-
ternational terrorist organizations, Ukrainian
intelligence services, nationalist and neo-Nazi
organizations and Western propaganda cen-
ters, by means of publishing the information,
disproving the fake news and (or) debunking
their sources, and revealing the positive role of
government authorities in countering terrorism
and criminal activities of the Kiev regime. For
the maximum audience coverage of the preven-
tive information, it is recommended to use so-
cial networks, messaging apps and other means
of electronic communication """

It is worth mentioning that the present-day
criminal legislation of Russia contains no defini-
tion of “cyberterrorism”. To date, even the qual-
ifying factor of committing a terrorist act in cy-
ber space has not been determined. This gap in
the law has been repeatedly pointed out by both
representatives of science and the practitioners.

Apart from the antiterrorist legal frame-
work, the main tool of countering this type of
crimes in the Russian Federation is SORM-3.
This system can monitor VPN servers, listen in
real time to satellite communications, messag-
ing apps, and store data about calls and online
sessions. This development can assuredly stop
any attempt of terrorist activity. But the practi-
cal application of this scheme is negligible.

Blockchain is a technology, which is rep-
resented with a chain of blocks, which contain
information. Blockchain is a basis for creating
a digital ID system, a copyright protection sys-
tem and others. The illiterate use of such tech-
nology can result in increase of cyberattacks
and criminal activities.

Of particular concern is the fact that the
terrorism, which is initially organized in the
Internet, can enter the real world: cyberterror-
ists can interfere in the operation of transport
infrastructure or government agencies etc., ex-
erting pressure on citizens (Sidorenko, 2025:
3-7), and forcing them to commit unlawful ac-
tions under various threats.

A key paradox of the modern era consists
of the fact that the technologies, meant to unite
people, are used for separating them: fake news
blur the distinction between truth and lies, the
targeted propaganda algorithms form the “in-
formation bubbles”, and the legal loopholes al-
low the criminals to avoid responsibility.

It is important to teach to our young peo-
ple the safe behavior in the digital environment
and to support the positive social activities,
such as cyber volunteering and digital volun-
teering in the sphere of content monitoring. It
is also important to encourage the responsible
use of technologies and create a favorable en-
vironment, in which young people can discuss
the problems of digital safety.

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Since 2023, within the framework of the
Volunteer Center of the BSTU named after
V.G. Shukhov an Internet volunteering move-
ment “BSTU Cyber Squad» has been work-
ing. The cyber-squad is formed of the students,
who study IT specialties, and cadets of the mil-
itary training center in the program track “In-
formation technologies security”. With the help
of the members of this volunteer group, hun-
dreds of websites with the terrorist propaganda
or other harmful content have been identified
and blocked. By careful monitoring of the Net
and conducting educational sessions, the activ-
ists of the group curb the spread of illegal con-
tent in the Internet and improve the information
literacy of local Internet users. These measures
are aimed at creating a favorable information
environment, in which the young people would
feel comfortable.

As a result of active monitoring of the In-
ternet by members of the cyber-squad in 2024,
over 200 facts of posting illegal information in
the Internet were detected, namely: 12 publi-
cations with content, involving extremism and
terrorism propaganda; 6 publications with the
incitement of ethnic hatred; 43 publications
with discrediting of government agencies; 3
facts of dissemination of works, propagandiz-
ing violence and cruelty; 4 Telegram channels,
engaged in selling weapons, and many others.
The discovered publications were document-
ed and sent for checking to law enforcement
authorities of the Belgorod region, and to the
League of Safe Internet.

The principal areas of cyber-squads’ ac-
tivity in the BSTU named after V. G. Shukhov
include:

e Internet monitoring: Cyber-squads
monitor the activity in social networks and oth-
er online platforms, detecting extremist mate-
rials and the posts, aimed at radicalization of
young people.

e Educational events: The members of
cyber-squads conduct lectures, seminars and
master classes for students, telling them about
the threats, associated with extremism, and
about ways of protection against cyberthreats.

* Cooperation with law enforcement au-
thorities: Cyber-squads actively cooperate with
the police and other structures, providing in-

formation about the detected threats and help-
ing in investigating cybercrimes.

Cyber-squads in the BSTU named after
V.G. Shukhov are an important element of the
extremism prevention system, as they not only
help identifying and blocking the malicious
content, but also raise the awareness of stu-
dents about the risks, associated with extrem-
ism and cyberthreats.

It must be admitted that the information
security of the BSTU named after V.G. Shuk-
hov is ensured at a high level due to the com-
prehensive approach, which includes modern
technological solutions, educational programs
and the active participation of cyber-squads
in monitoring and preventing the extremist
threats. The university is successfully imple-
menting the systems of filtering and blocking
malicious content and conducts regular educa-
tional events, intended to improve the media
literacy of students and their awareness about
cyberthreats. This allows not only effectively
countering the spread of extremist ideas, but
also creating a safe digital environment for all
the participants of the educational process.

Conclusion / Results

Nowadays, the tasks of creating effi-
cient organizational and legal mechanisms
of countering both cyberterrorism, and the
information-psychological influence, used for
involving citizens in terrorism-related crimes
by means of opportunities of information and
communications technologies, remain urgent.
The solution of these problems, with account
of the transnational nature of cyberterrorism
threats, would not be possible without develop-
ing the common legal framework for preven-
tion and neutralization of these threats.

Equally important is providing the unifor-
mity of conceptual and categorical framework
used, in normative definition of cyberterror-
ism, coordinated interaction and identifying
the competencies of law enforcement officials,
and the regulatory determination of the mech-
anisms of providing the regional international
cooperation in fighting this negative phenom-
enon.

In parallel, it is essential to solve the
problem of developing and implementing the
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efficient technical means for countering cy-
berterrorism. It is necessary to consistently
implement the import substitution strategy in
the sphere of cybersecurity and switching to
the products of domestic development. In this
regard, the establishment of grants for develop-
ing new methods and mechanisms of prevent-
ing dissemination of terrorism-related infor-
mation in the Internet seems appropriate. The
involvement of private sector of the economy
and their investment into the process of pro-
viding cybersecurity seems useful. Interaction
with technology companies and experts allows
integrating the advanced solutions, which im-
proves the level of protection of critical infra-

In view of the above, it is essential to pay
particular attention to personnel training in the
sphere of cybersecurity. Cooperation between
educational institutions and technology parks
is to become a key element in formation of the
necessary knowledge.

Therefore, countering cyberterrorism
and ensuring cybersecurity requires a multi-
level approach, which includes technolog-
ical, legal, economic and social measures.
Hopefully, in future? the international coop-
eration would result in formation of a unified
Cybersecurity Strategy, that would be able
to respond to the challenges of the modern
world and to protect the society against any

An analysis of traditional Beti housing types and their role in
the collective memory of the people was conducted. An analysis of the Beti architectural
heritage, time-honored and adapted to the local climate and needs, revealed that traditional
dwellings are “human places,” “memory places,” “creation places,” “knowledge places,”
and “transition places” for the peoples of Cameroon. Some building types are classified as
“non-places”. Globalization processes have significantly altered the architectural traditions
of Cameroon’s indigenous peoples. However, despite the visible segregation of society
and a penchant for Western cultures, African identity is underscored by interest in and
attachment to traditional dwellings, as the most visible and demonstrative part of ethnic
identity. Contemporary African society is witnessing a shift toward a positive perception
of architectural traditions long perceived as backward.

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Abstract. Nonhuman actors ensure the sustainability and specificity of migration from
Central Asian states to Russia. The dominant role is played by economic determinants
that determine the motivation of migrants and the policies of the recovery States. The
second group is international relations and geopolitical processes that set the vectors
of diversification while maintaining Russia’s priority. The third is international treaties
and Russian migration legislation that simplify the logistics of movement. The fourth
is unfavorable living conditions, including environmental and climatic changes, and a
criminal situation. The fifth is symbolic and cultural actors that minimize emotional costs
and xenophobic risks. A separate group is social networks (diasporic associations), the
functioning of which is determined by the industrial and infrastructural development of
the host regions. The actor-network approach allows us to take into account the variability
of all actors and the connections between them, and separately emphasize the role of non-
human actors.

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Abstract. The purpose of this study is to examine the value orientations of Tajik students
in terms of their influence on the processes of cultural integration in other regions. It is
emphasized that the study of values requires consideration of various theories and approaches
(historical, cultural, migration, economic, etc.), as well as sociocultural and technological
changes, and the individual characteristics of young people. Based on the results obtained
from a sample of 1,047 RTSU students, the following characteristics of students’ value
orientations were identified: a high level of tolerance while maintaining traditional identity;
non-institutional religiosity as a factor of flexibility; the value of traditions as a resource
for sustainability; a positive attitude toward migration and openness to innovation; and
potential for intercultural dialogue. These value orientations are factors in the successful
cultural integration of students in other regions. It is noted that cultural values play a key
role in shaping the identity and life scenarios of young people, influencing their perception
of the future and integration processes. Further research should focus on the analysis of
the transformation of cultural values in the context of globalization and their impact on
young people.

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Abstract. Today many artistic processes and practices are connected to the exploration
of local identity through the visual language of contemporary art. This trend is explored
within the concept of “altermodernism” or contemporary visual regional culture. For
many contemporary artists, the question of self-determination becomes fundamental to the
development of creativity, the search for themes and methods of presentation. A number
of contemporary Siberian artists also explore their personal connection to a particular
local/ethnic culture in their work. Autoethnography is emerging as a creative method in
contemporary art, capable of revealing not only the artist’s individuality but also exploring
the contemporary position of local culture in the global world. One contemporary Siberian
artist whose work cannot be imagined without an understanding of local Siberian culture
and its status in the modern world is Alexander Mortaev. His graphic series, installations,
and photographs are a prime example of the autoethnographic method at work. In the
framework of this study, through the application of a philosophical and art historical analysis
of the works of Alexander Mortaev and during an in-depth interview with the author, the
uniqueness of the artist’s work was revealed, as well as the features of the key images
and themes of his works, which embody the characteristics of contemporary Siberian art.

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Abstract. Currently, many concepts, including “Siberian contemporary art,” manifest
themselves through representations in the digital space, creating new challenges for
researchers. Cyberfield research methods enable the analysis of textual datasets created in
the digital space, including methods that straddle qualitative and quantitative approaches.
One such method is topic modeling, which enables the categorization of textual datasets,
which can then be interpreted using grounded theory principles. To analyze the representation
of Siberian contemporary art on social media, a dataset of 11,237 posts was compiled,
selected using a semantic search from 100,000 posts from 100 relevant groups.

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Introduction

In the context of globalization and increasing
intercultural exchange, the accurate rendering of
culture-specific vocabulary in literary translation
is gaining particular importance. One of the most
challenging aspects in this regard is conveying
non-equivalent vocabulary, especially realia
that reflect national values and worldviews. As
a rule, these elements lack direct equivalents in

the target language, as they represent unique
forms of collective memory, as well as the socail
and spiritual practices of a nation. Within such
phenomena is a significant layer of Kazakh ritual
vocabulary, which is closely tied to the traditions,
customs, and moral-ethical norms of Kazakh
society.

The relevance of this study lies in the fact
that, in literary translation into other languages
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Kazakh ritual vocabulary is often omitted, sim-
plified, or replaced, leading to the loss of deep
cultural context and distortion of the author’s
original intent. At the same time, in the con-
text of postcolonial self-awareness and national
cultural revival, there is an increasing need for
accurate and respectful transmission of such
realia, as they carry symbolic and axiological
significance. Moreover, it is important to note
that aforementioned rituals remain relevant and
continue to play a significant role in contempo-
rary Kazakh society, functioning not only as
cultural heritage but also as living practices that
shape identity, values, and social behaviour.

The aim of this article is to identify and
analyze the translation techniques to bridge
cultural gaps and translation shifts that arise
when rituals are transferred to another linguo-
cultural environment, based on the translations
of the novel “Troubled Times” by Kazhigali
Mukhanbetkaliuly. In this article, all identified
changes are interpreted as translation shifts,
classified according to semantic, cultural, sty-
listic, communicative and axiological levels.
The analysis also considers the degree to which
the translation conveys the axiological signifi-
cance embedded in the original lexemes.

The object of the study is Kazakh ritual
vocabulary such as bata zhasatu, batasyn alu,
at mingizu, shapan zhabu, erulik beru, and
torge shygaru as a phenomenon of cultural
non-equivalence. These culturally embedded
concepts reflect system of spiritual values, so-
cial roles, age-based hierarchy, and norms of
hospitality.

The subject of the study is the translation
techniques used to render this vocabulary and
translation shifts observed in literary transla-
tion from Kazakh into Russian and English.

Literature Review

The problem of literary translation — and
especially the challenge of conveying culture-
specific vocabulary in it — remains one of the
most contested topics in modern Translation
Studies. Literary texts are deeply rooted in their
cultural and historical contexts, which makes
their translation not only a linguistic task but
also an act of cultural mediation. This raises
ongoing debates about how best to preserve the

unique features of the source culture without
distorting the meaning or impact for the target
audience.

The theoretical famework of the study
draws on a range of approaches that view trans-
lation not merely as a linguistic act, but as a
cultural process.

A significant contribution to understanding
the status of literary translation within culture
was made by I. Even-Zohar. His polysystem
theory offers a relevant framework for analyz-
ing the position of Kazakh literature translated
into English via an intermediary language. In
the case of Kazakh literature, translation into
English often occurs through Russian — the
language of the former imperial center, which
has maintained a dominant role in the cultural
and literary hierarchies of the post-Soviet space.
This practice of indirect translation reflects the
dynamics described in Even-Zohar’s theory,
wherein developing literatures in postcolonial
contexts (in our case, Kazakh literature) are of-
ten incorporated into global literary circulation
through more central and dominant languag-
es (Even-Zohar, 1990). In this regard, Kazakh
translations — especially those mediated through
Russian — function not only as linguistic trans-
fers, but also as culturally mediated representa-
tions shaped by dominant literary systems.

Even-Zohar’s idea resonate with the works
of G. Toury, A. Lefevere, S. Bassnett. Lefe-
vere’s concept of translation as rewriting high-
lights that translation is influenced by ideo-
logical, poetological, and institutional forces,
rather than constituting a neutral transfer of
meaning (Lefevere, 1992). Building on Even-
Zohar’s polysystem theory, G. Toury develops
the concept of translation norms — rules that
guide decision-making at various levels of
the translation process (Toury, 1995: 53-69).
In turn, scholars L. Venuti, and J. House fo-
cus on the ethical and ideological dimensions
of translation. L. Venuti critiques the trans-
lator’s invisibility within dominant cultural
norms, and J. House distinguishes between
overt and covert translation strategies (Venu-
ti, 1995; House, 2018). V. Kabakchi’s concept
complements these approaches by focusing on
intercultural asymmetry and the mechanisms
for rendering ethnospecific information (Ka-
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bakchi and Proshina, 2021). Building on this
foundation, V. Razumovskaya develops the
paradigm of ethnotranslation, emphasizing
the importance of preserving cultural “other-
ness” through the strategies of estrangement,
foreignization, and domestication to accurately
convey ethnic specificity in literary translation
(Razumovskaya, 2022).

J. House emphasizes that unlike non-literary
texts — where content may be transferred inde-
pendently of form — literary translation necessi-
ties the preservation of both form and content, as
they are inseparable intertwined and language it-
self carries artistic and cultural meaning (House,
2018: 15). This view aligns with S. Bassnett’s ar-
gument that literary translation is inherently an
act of interpretation, requiring the translator not
only to preserve the lexical and stylistic features
of the source text but also to consider its cultur-
al, historical, and literary context in which it was
created and is received (Bassnett, 2002).

Addressing non-equivalence, especially in
terms of vocabulary deeply rooted in national
and cultural identity, relies heavily on the in-
sights of scholars such as V.N. Komissarov,
L.S. Barkhudarov, S. Vlakhov and S. Florin,
and P. Newmark, who emphasize the com-
plexities of translation in preserving cultural
meaning. The translation of such vocabulary
presents a distinct set of challenges due to its
deep embeddedness in cultural, historical, re-
ligious, and symbolic systems, which often
lack equivalents in the target language and re-
quire a nuanced approach to convey both de-
notative and connotative meanings (Vlakhov
& Florin, 1980; Newmark, 1988; Nida, 2003).
These challenges become even more complex
in the context of indirect translation, where the
source text is mediated through a dominant in-
termediary language.

Ritual vocabulary represents a distinct
subgroup of culture-specific vocabulary, deeply
embedded in the sacred, ceremonial, and ethno-
graphic traditions of a nation. These lexical units
often carry symbolic and axiological meanings
that go beyond their surface semantics, func-
tioning as verbal markers of collective identity.

In literary texts — especially in national-
identificatory genres such as historical novels,
epic narratives, and folklore — such vocabulary

plays a crucial role in shaping the cultural land-
scape of the narrative. Preserving the semantic
depth, stylistic nuance, and symbolic resonance
of ritual vocabulary in literary translation re-
quires an awareness of their ethnolinguistic and
anthropological dimensions. As scholars like
C. Geertz (1973), T. Asad (1986), and others
have argued, the translation of ritual language
demands sensitivity to the system of meaning
that operate within the source culture. The stud-
ies of K. Urazaeva et al. (2024), T. Bochina et
al. (2021), and Sh. Zharkynbekova and A. Ai-
moldina (2023) demonstrate the importance of
communicative effect and emphasize the role of
sociocultural factors in linguistic interaction.

In the Kazakhstani context, the issue of
conveying culture-specific vocabulary in in-
direct literary translation is explored by re-
searchers such as Zh. Manapbayeva, A. Ak-
kaliyeva, G. Kozhakhmetova, N. Zhumay, and
others. Manapbayeva et al. (2021) contribute
to the field by identifying effective strategies
for translating Kazakh realia and highlighting
pitfalls that may affect cultural accuracy. Sim-
ilarly, Kozhakhmetova et al. (2024) emphasize
the challenges of translating Kazakh cultural
realia, noting that a literal approach may re-
duce their cultural depth and aesthetic impact
for the target audience.

A recent study by N. Zhumay and L. Ma-
racz (2025) examines the translation of Kazakh
traditions and rituals, which are becoming
outdated or unfamiliar to the younger Kazakh
generation. They stress the need for a compre-
hensive strategy to preserve cultural heritage
through accurate translation and global promo-
tion of Kazakh culture in order to prevent the
loss of traditional knowledge among youth.

Akkaliyeva et al. (2021) analyze the prob-
lem of indirect translation in Kazakh literature
and reveal the influence of historical context on
the translation process. While they highlight
the effectiveness of using Russian as a medi-
ator in translation, N. Zhumay and L. Maracz
(2025) emphasize the importance of direct
translation of Kazakh literature into English
without intermediaries to better preserve cul-
tural values and traditions.

Existing studies pay insufficient attention
to a comprehensive analysis of Kazakh ritual
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vocabulary, the axiological aspects of its trans-
lation, and the comparison of translation shifts
in these realia across different translations.

Materials and Methods

This study primarily analyzed the novel
“Troubled Times” by Kazhigali Mukhanbet-
kaliuly (2012), originally written in Kazakh,
along with its Russian translation by Georgy
Pryakhin (2016) and English translation by
Simon Hollingsworth (2022). The novel offers
a literary interpretation of a pivotal period in
the 18th century history of Kazakh Khanate,
marked by internal political turbulence, grow-
ing external pressure from neigboring em-
pires, and the onset of colonial encroachment.
The narrative reflects both the complexities
of socio-political transformation and the early
forms of resistance to colonial domination.

This article builds upon the author’s pre-
vious research, in which the culturally and
legally significant Kazakh terms barymta and
karymta were analyzed within the framework
of culture-specific vocabulary in literary trans-
lation (Burkitbayeva et al., 2025). In this study,
the focus shifts toward other lexical units be-
longing to the category of ritual vocabulary.

The selection of ritual vocabulary as the
object of analysis is justified by its high cultural
significance, the complexity of its transmission
in intercultural communication, and their in-
sufficient attention it has received.

The methodology of the study is based on a
comparative and translation analysis of the novel
and its translations, as well as the application of
linguocultural and axiological approaches.

To identify the translation techniques the
models of Komissarov, Barkhudarov, Vlakhov
and Florin were used. To analyze the preser-
vation or loss of the communicative function,
semantics and cultural specificity of such vo-
cabulary, the model of Vinay and Darbelnet
was chosen. When interpreting cultural and
communicative shifts, the positions of Catford,
Nida, Newmark, Baker, and Toury were used.
This approach allows us to record of semantic,
stylistic, cultural, axiological, and communi-
cative shifts and to track the influence of the
Russian language on the English translation.
A comprehensive analytical approach enables

the identification of both linguistic and cultural
specificities, as well as the shifts and losses that
may occur during indirect translation.

Results and Discussion

Selected Kazakh rituals represent a com-
prehensive system of traditional values deeply
embedded in the nomadic worldview and life-
style. These practices are more than just cere-
monial acts; they serve as cultural expressions
of social norms, moral principles, and the re-
spectful relationships maintained with elders,
guests, family members, and the wider com-
munity.

The following table (see Table 1) based
on Kazakh Customs and Traditions (Ken-
zheakhmetuly, 2013) provides a linguocultural
overview of selected ritual lexemes, outlining
their semantic, functional, and situational char-
acteristics in traditional context.

Based on the linguocultural analysis, the
selected rituals were further examined through
the lens of the core cultural values they reflect.
The following axiological grid illustrates how
each ritual corresponds to key value categories
within the traditional Kazakh worldview (see
Table 2).

The axiological mapping demonstrates
that Kazakh ritual lexemes encapsulate a wide
range of traditional values, such as respect for
elders, spiritual and moral support, hospitali-
ty, generosity, honour, family unity, communal
solidarity, and intergenerational continuity.
These values constitute the cultural core of
the Kazakh worldview and represent essential
components that must be preserved in transla-
tion. Therefore, the next stage of the analysis
focuses on how these value-laden lexemes are
rendered in Russian and English translations.

Firstly, we focus on the rituals bata zha-
satu and batasyn alu. Rooted in deep historical
traditions, the ritual of blessing among Turkic-
speaking societies has accompanied people
through all stages of life, serving edifying, pro-
tective, and benevolent functions (Sarsambe-
kova et al., 2021:138). In the analyzed novel the
rituals bata zhasatu and batasyn alu are used in
different contexts: when people move and settle
in a new place, give as (memorial feast) for their
ancestors, and before uprising. In different con-

texts the rituals have different functions. When
settling in a new place, the rituals bata zhasatu
and batasyn alu (Mukhanbetkaliuly, 2012:521)
serve to obtain the elders’ approval for the be-
ginning of a new life and to seek protection
from unfavorable circumstances in a new place;
during the memorial feast as, the ritual batasyn
alu (Mukhanbetkaliuly, 2012:168) acts as a ritual
appeal to the memory of ancestors, requesting
protection and well-being for descendants; and
before uprising, the ritual batasyn alu (Mukhan-
betkaliuly, 2012:163) functions as spiritual and
moral support, which legitimizes actions and
strenghens the spirit. In all contexts, batasyn alu
is a ritual act of collective approval, not simply
a blessing.

In all mentions the ritual batasyn alu were
rendered as “momyunTh OJiarocioBeHHe” in
Russian and “to receive a blessing” in English
(see Table 3). In both translations the basic ac-
tion and main spiritual aspect were preserved,
but the social, collective aspects and contextu-
ally variable nature of the ritual were not con-
veyed. In Russian and English the context is
limited to the personal or religious level. With-
out explanation, indicating a socio-ritual role
and various contexts of application, the target
reader may not grasp the collective, tribal, and
cultural significance of the Kazakh ritual.

Next analyzed rituals are at mingizu and
shapan zhabu (see Table 4), which are symbols
of honour, recognition of merit and reward in

2013).

The literal meaning of shapan zhabu is “to
put a shapan over a guest’s shoulders”. The idiom-
atic meaning is “to honour, to bestow, to express
gratitude to a guest”. And we guess that due to
this discrepancy the translators chose the verbs
“omaputk’ and “to gift” instead of “HakuHYTB/
HakpbiBaTh” and “put/cover” to convey the func-

tion of a gesture rather than a physical action. In
both translations the part of s cultural marker
(chapan), the idea of gift-giving and positive con-
notation of the action were preserved, but ritual,
social significance and ethnically specific prag-
matic context were lost. It is also worth noting
that shapan zhabu has a solemn, ritualistic and
respectful tone. The Russian translation retains
some solemnity, but sounds less ritualistic. The
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English translation is even more neutral and not
ceremonial. The tone has shifted toward neu-
trality, and the expressive tone has been lost. It
is also relevant to examine why the realia was
transliterated as chapan instead of shapan. The
Kazakh form wanan in Russian and shapan in
English would be a more phonetically accurate
transliteration, but chapan has become the estab-
lished and recognizable variant both in Russian
and in English usage. The reason lies in the fact
that, in Russian, the word is a long-established
Turkic borrowing, mediated by Orientalist and
colonial linguistic usage. The Russian transla-
tion partially retains its communicative function
because the audience is familiar with the cultural
context, while for an English-speaking audience
the communicative function may be lost without
explanation — the gesture is perceived simply as
“gifting a robe”.

The literal meaning of at mingizu is “to
mount someone on a horse”. The idiomatic
meaning is “to present a horse as a gift in rec-
ognition of merits”. The Russian translation
“mojiBecTH KOHs” conveys a physical action,
while the translation “omaputh koHéM” reflects
the act of giving. The cultural connection to
Kazakh ritual has been lost. The English trans-
lations “to present with a horse” and “to gift
a horse” represents generosity. “To present
with a horse” is closer to the ritual style than
“to gift a horse”. It contains a hint of formal-
ity and ceremonialism, as the verb “to present
with” is often used in award contexts. The main
values of the ritual such as recognition and ap-
preciation of merits are not expressed in other
translations. Although the idea of respect and
encouragement remains, the solemnity and sta-
tus hierarchy of the ritual are lost. The ritual

act of giving is transformed into a neutral ex-
pression of generosity, inderstandable to a wide
audience, but devoid of ethnocutural context.

Subsequently, rituals forge shygaru and
erulik beru in which hospitality serves as a
core value are analyzed (see Table 5-6).

Erulik is a part of the Kazakh culture of
hospitality, carrying a cultural code. In all
translations, this code disappears. The ritual
event is semantically reduced, moving from
a ritual to an ordinary action. The style also
changes from an ethnographic colouring to a
neutral everyday style. The more pronounced
generalization in English translation is ex-
plained by the indirect nature of the translation,
which further reduced the ritual richness. In
the original text, the communicative purpose is
to strengthen social ties and express respect. In
translations, it is a simple invitation. Axiologi-
cally, erulik expresses the high value of hospi-
tality, openness and community unity.

Transfer of the ritual torge shygaru as
“ycaJuTh Ha IOYeTHOE MecTo” into Russian and
“to seat in the place of honour” into English pro-
vides for the explicitation of culture-specific el-
ement. During the transfer, the culturally loaded
term retained its main semantic core and basic
axiological component. But it lost the connota-
tion associated with a sacred hierarchical space
tor and a nationally tinged system of honourif-
ics. Stylistic transformation changes the charac-
ter of the ritual. The ritual is completely elim-
inated and replaced by a universal description.
In both translations, the communicative effect is
based on rational clarification.

The analysis shows that translators are
forced to use compensatory techniques to
convey the pragmatic aspects of such elements.

It is difficult to convey ritual vocabulary with
universal words: although used translation
techniques partially convey the meaning, they
still distort or lose the cultural code of them.
Conversely the choice of such techniques
may be determined by the clarity for the
target audience, which confirms House’s
(2018) position that when translating culture-
specific vocabulary, the preservation of the
communicative effect is of primary importance.

The obtained data are consistent with
the ideas of Vlakhov and Florin about the
inevitable cultural loss in rendering realia
and confirm Nida’s conclusions about the
translator’s desire for dynamic equivalence
through semantic adaptation. The discovered
translation shifts confirm Kabakchi’s position
on the impossibility of the complete transfer
of ethnospecific information in the context of
differences in cultural codes.

Conclusion

The results indicated that during translation
of selected Kazakh ritual lexemes the following
translation techniques prevail: lexico-semantic
substitution, lexico-semantic substitution with
transliteration, lexico-semantic  substitution
with generalization, generalization, and descrip-
tive translation. The results also revealed that
English version repeat the Russian translation
without referring to the Kazakh original. In
some cases, the indirect translation leads to an
even greater loss of ritual content.

The study confirmed that the translation of
ritual vocabulary is inevitably accompanied by

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Introduction

Contemporary research on toponymy pro-
vides detailed descriptions of the classification,
semantics, and structure of toponyms, yet in-
sufficient attention is paid to the study of the
oldest phenomena of onomastics in individual
regions of Russia and the post-Soviet republics.
The study of such toponymic layers allows us
not only to establish the chronology of each
type, but also to describe extralinguistic fac-
tors, i.e. migration processes and the ancient
historical and cultural contacts. At the same
time, the works of Kazakhstani scholars are
important theoretical and methodological bas-
es for contemporary research, with the existing
card indexes of scholars being a record of ono-
mastic units in various contexts (Shaimerdeno-
va, 2017: 142). In this regard, the authors apply
the findings of Kazakhstani onomastic scholar
Valentina Nikolaevna Popova', who spent more
than thirty years studying toponyms, having
compiled a card index and published the “Dic-
tionary of Geographical Names of Kazakhstan.
Pavlodar Region” with more than 5,000 units —
names of settlements, rivers, lakes, mountains,
hills, springs, peculiar terrains, wintering
grounds, forests, and land plots.

The problem is also related to the scarce
development of certain sections of toponymy,
which made the authors designate organoleptic

toponyms as the object of their study and gus-
tatory (taste) perceptions of toponyms as the
subject. By organoleptic toponyms, we mean
geographical objects whose names are asso-
ciated with perceptions by the senses: sight,
smell, hearing, touch, taste, etc.

The relevance of this work is determined
by the growing interest of modern linguistics
in anthropocentric and ethnolinguistic aspects
of language, within which sensory perception
is particularly significant as regards cultural
tradition rendered through toponyms. Organ-
oleptic toponyms, as geographical names as-
sociated with colour, taste, smell, sound, tac-
tility, etc., are an essential part of onomastic
vocabulary, which records culturally meaning-
ful features of natural objects through sensory
perception of the surrounding reality. Despite
the existence of individual studies in the field
of toponymy, the organoleptic characteristics
of geographical names remain inadequately
studied, especially in terms of their functional
and typological aspects.

The aim of this article is to conduct a com-
prehensive functional and typological study of
organoleptic toponyms from the perspective of
ethnolinguistics, based on the theoretical prop-
ositions of V.N. Popova, and to identify the role
of toponyms in the formation of the linguistic
worldview.

In accordance with the stated objective,
the following tasks are to be accomplished: de-
scribing V.N. Popova’s theoretical approaches
to the functional and typological description
of geographical names, defining the concept of
organoleptic toponyms as metaphorical desig-
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nations based on sensory perception, outlining
the place of toponyms in the national-cultural
worldview.

Literature Review

Issues related to geographical names are
widely covered in a number of works by Rus-
sian and foreign researchers, carried out in line
with the traditional approach to the analysis of
toponymic material, concentrated on identify-
ing the systemic and structural organisation of
this vocabulary category.

The works of Russian scholars demon-
strate the significance of toponymy, its devel-
opment, derivation, and evolution (Murzaeyv,
1974; 1996); the theoretical foundations of
toponymic research (Tolstoy, 1972); a lexical-
semantic classification of geographical names;
formative, etymological and cartographic
methods for reconstructing the most ancient
layers of toponymic vocabulary and establish-
ing etymologies (Toporov, Trubachev, 1962).

The semantics, aetiology and etymology
of geographical names are examined in numer-
ous works of Russian scholars, e.g. “Memory
of the Turkic-Mongolian Land: The Origins
and Symbolism of Toponyms” (Sembi, 2013)
and O.A. Sultanyayev (Sultanyayev, 1971).
A.A. Abdrakhmanov describes current issues
in toponymy that reflect the history, mythology,
and folklore of the Turkic-Mongolian peoples
(Abdrakhmanov, 1999). The collective mono-
graph edited by T. Zhanuzakov, “Toponymy of
Central Kazakhstan” (Zhanuzakov, 1989) is a
systematic study of ethnonyms and toponyms
of Turkic or Mongolian origin. The monograph
“Essays on Kazakh Onomastics” (Zhanuzakov,
1982) explores the morphological structure and
word-formation system of proper names. The
dissertation research “Toponymic Aspects of
the Traditions of Nature Use and Protection
by the Kazakh People” (Kaimuldinova, 1998)
characterises national toponyms as a means of
transmitting geographical knowledge and ex-
perience of ecological adaptation accumulated
by the Kazakh people in the course of evolu-
tion. Landscape names as a national-cultural
component in the structure of toponyms are
presented in the monograph by Zh. B. Bekturo-
va (Bekturova, 2003). The semantics, history of

origin and specific features of the geographical
names in Kazakhstan are traced in a number
of lexicographical works (Konkashbaev, 1963;
Koychubaev, 1974; Popova, 2023).

Professor Valentina Nikolaev-
na Popova (1923-2010)?

The works of V.N. Popova brought up a
wide range of topics in toponymy, including
various aspects of Turkic onomastics, histori-
cal toponymy, and geographical terminology.
Using the method of toponymic areas and the
areal-retrograde method developed by Profes-
sor A.P. Dulson?’, the founder of the Tomsk
toponymic school, the scholar observes the
structural-semantic models of geographical
names (Popova, 1965: 118-123), describes
hydronymic and orographic terms, indicator
terms, and individual formants in hydronyms
(Popova, 1969: 149-156; Popova, Kerimbaeyv,
1980: 211-217; Popova, 2005: 45-51; Popova,
2000: 218-222), scrutinizes the etymology of
individual toponyms (Popova, 1970: 12-20;
Popova, 1998: 122-127), oikonyms and an-

throponyms (Popova, 1980: 321-332; Popova,
2006: 21-26), and establishes parallels in the
toponymy of Southern Kazakhstan and the Vol-
ga region (Popova, Baytanaev, 1989: 114-115).

Materials and Methods

The material for the study was a corpus
of organoleptic (gustatory) toponyms, com-
prising 240 units. This corpus was a selection
from V.N. Popova’s “Dictionary of Geograph-
ical Names of Kazakhstan. Pavlodar Region”,
which ensured the representativeness and reli-
ability of the source data.

The main method of studying the materi-
al obtained was the method of functional and
typological description of toponyms, which
takes into account the functions of geograph-
ical names (nominative and descriptive), their
semantics (analysis of the distinctive feature as
the basis for the name) and typology (classifi-
cation of organoleptic toponyms according to
certain features). The application of the func-
tional and typological method made it possible
not only to structure the material, but also to
reveal the metaphorical potential of toponyms
with the peculiarities of the ethnic worldview.

Results

Geographical names, closely linked to
the history of a nation, its worldview, religion,
farming practices, and the surrounding natural
landscape, are a source of extensive informa-
tion: linguistic (national) affiliation, migration
of peoples, the history of settlement in the re-
gion, the emergence and renaming of places,
and their semantic contents. To describe all the
collected geographical names (12,000 units),
Prof. V.N. Popova used structural-semantic,
historical-etymological ~and  comparative-
typological methods. She expounded on Ka-
zakh toponyms in comparison with those from
other Turkic and Mongolian languages, as well
as in comparison with languages of other fami-
lies, drawing on historical, geographical, ethno-
graphic, archaeological and other sources. An
analysis of the main provisions of V.N. Popova’s
scientific research is given in a number of works
by Kazakhstani scientists (Shaimerdenova,
2017, Dovgal, Kerimbaev, 2003; Narozhnaya,
Kadeyeva, Bekturova, 2020).

V.N. Popova was the first to present a
systematic analysis of the toponyms of Ka-
zakhstan, which in their origin go back to both
genetically (Turkic) and typologically (Kazakh-
Mongolian) related languages. A comparative
analysis of substratum of (foreign) appellatives
proved the Ural-Altaic community of lan-
guages, as well as found traces of the former
(possibly short-term) presence of other ethnic
groups in the territory under study. The author
details all structural-semantic types of Kazakh
toponyms, identifying and classifying mac-
ro- (generic) and micro- (specific) terms. The
restoration of the ancient phonetic and morpho-
logical form of a geographical name by remov-
ing all its later strata attested to the different
linguistic affiliations of toponyms and defined
the time of their appearance in a particular ter-
ritory. Besides, V.N. Popova notes that “only a
thorough etymological analysis of the appella-
tives of geographical names in Kazakhstan to
a certain degree allows individual toponyms to
be attributed to the Samoyedic, Finno-Ugric,
Ket, Tocharian, and Indo-European language
families” (Popova, 1997: 6).

Next V.N. Popova characterises the sys-
tematic nature of Kazakh toponymic termi-
nology as regards the subordination of its basic
terms and identifies six classes of hydronymic
indicator terms*: a) rivers; b) lakes and marshes;
¢) springs; d) wells; ) water bodies: riverbeds,
coasts, bays, valleys, headwaters, mouths, trib-
utaries, inlets, etc.; f) foreign formants in en-
demic hydronyms (Ibid.: 10).

Let us consider the most informative and
meaningful indicators of rivers, lakes and
swamps. Indicator terms for rivers are divid-
ed into five semantic groups: a) river, water,
fluidity; b) watery, wet, abundant; c¢) indicator
of specific features; d) external characteristic;
e) large, voluminous.

The first group of river indicators is rep-
resented by the word Ozen — Turkic: “river”,
“small river”, “stream”, “inlet”, “waterbed”,
“valley”, “hollow”, “gorge”, “ravine” (Ibid).

The second group is based on the com-
mon generic hydronymic term su — river, from
which a number of specific hydronyms are

formed, expressing the taste and quality of wa-
ter: Ashchysu (salty-bitter water), Tushchysu
(fresh), Sasykusu (smelly); length: Sholaksu
(short), Uzynsu (long); temperature character-
istics: Suyksu (cold), Ystyksu (hot); nature of
the current: Kulasu (falling), Tenteksu (stormy).
The Kazakhs called the large (main river) Ata-
su (ata meaning “father”).

Indicators for lakes and swamps, repre-
senting six varieties depending on the charac-
teristics of water bodies in the Pavlodar region
(abundant water, marshy, dry, flat, wide, bitter,
etc.), are presented on a map compiled by Pop-
ova (Fig. 1)°..

(term coined by V.N. Popova, 1997.: 10), name-
ly kol (lake), which is widely used among Tur-
kic languages speaking peoples.

Indicators for this term are feniz (originally
“large lake”, then “sea”); shalkar (a large lake,
vast, impossible to take in with a single glance);
zhaltyr, zhalanash, zhaltan (a smooth, sparkling,
open lake, not overgrown with grass); zhalpak
(a flat, wide lake). As can be seen, this group
comprises indicator terms denoting an abun-
dance of water or large bodies of water in terms
of size and volume. For example, Shalkarkol is
a large (boundless) lake (Popova, 2023.: 314).
Zhaltyrkel is an open, clean lake; a lake not

overgrown with grass, with a smooth, sparkling
surface (Ibid.: 110). The same group includes
the indicator si, which is not an independent el-
ement but rather a part of words that reflect the
characteristics of the surrounding nature (relief,
colour) and the animal world. Si, as well as the
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variants shi and sy, points to the characteristics
of objects associated with water or vegetation.

The second group of indicator terms con-
sists of a number of words indicating marshy,
swampy places: sor, batpak, balkash, mi, sab-
yr, shabarty. Lakes with the indicator sor (salt
marsh, a salt lake with a boggy bottom and
salt marsh vegetation) are found throughout
the Pavlodar region, but especially often in its
northern part. For example, Batpakke! is a bog-
gy lake (Popova, 2023: 55); Shabar is a clayey,
boggy tract (Ibid.: 312).

The terms sabyr (marshy, impassable sa-
line terrain) and mi are much less common. Mi
literally means “brain”, but in toponymy the
word is used metaphorically to refer to marshy
areas with sparse greyish-white clay. For in-
stance, Mibulak is a boggy (light-coloured
marsh) spring (Ibid.: 226).

The next group of indicators: tomar, kopa,
bylkyldak, saz, similar in meaning to the previ-
ous one, is used to designate lakes with abun-
dant waters, often swampy, with dangerous
quicksand and quagmires. The indicator tomar
is used to label hillocky, marshy terrain with
meadow vegetation and a high groundwater ta-
ble (Ibid.: 290), kopa is a marshy place with co-
pious thickets of reeds, bulrush and hummocks
formed by the intertwining of plant roots (Ibid.:
185). Bylkyldak (shaking, swaying) is a ver-
bal formation with the affix -k-. The indicator
saz also means a marshy meadow area with
groundwater, but it also signposts the sources
of numerous rivers. The indicators described
represent independent geographical names or
are a part of them: Kopa — a lake or marshy area
overgrown with thick reeds and bulrush (Ibid.:
185): Tomarbulak — a spring on tomar, marshy
hummocks (Ibid.: 290).

Indicators of steppe lakes Bidaiyk (wheat
grass, wheat), Shurat, Alkap (valley), Shukyr,
Shunkyr (depression, hollow), Oi / Oipan /
Oipat, Shygan / Shyganak convey the general
meaningful characteristic of these lakes: low-
lying areas, pits, ravines, gullies, and basins
where spring meltwater is profuse. In summer,
the area dries up completely (except for deep
pits and hollows), but the meadow becomes cov-
ered with lush grass vegetation. For example:
Bidaiyk — “foothills with meadow vegetation,

wheat grass” (Ibid.: 65); Oimakel — “a tract of
land where there is a lake in a small hollow or
ravine” (Ibid.: 238); Shukyr — “a deep, sunken
lake” (Ibid.: 326). This also includes the indica-
tor term shagyz (sluggish, dry), which refers to
large but shallow lakes that shrink significantly
in size during the summer.

A group of lakes, temporary spring res-
ervoirs that dry up in summer and turn into
completely bare, barren, vegetation-free areas,
has the following indicators: kak, takyr, tatyr /
tatyrau, sortan, shakat (empty, bare, bald ter-
rain adjacent to summer-dried depressions with
meltwater): Takyrkudyk — “a well on a takyr, in
a lowland, on bare ground” (Ibid.: 276).

The last group of lake names has the indi-
cators tuz (a salty lake, a lake with good self-
settling salt) and ashchy / ashchylaut (bitter-
salty): Aksorkudyk — “a well with very salty
water”; Ashchyairyk — “a small branching river
with brackish-bitter water” (Ibid.: 20; 38); Tau-
dyksor — “a shallow, marshy salt lake”; Tuzku-
dyk — ““a well with salty water” (Ibid.: 281; 295).

Thus, the application of V.N. Popova’s
comprehensive methodology for studying Rus-
sian and Kazakh geographical names system-
atises indicator terms as a unique functional
system that reflects the specifics of the nation-
al worldview and ways of nation’s adaptation
to the environment through the prism of their
worldview, and characterises the functions of
toponyms in an ethnolinguistic aspect.

Discussion

After studying the materials of V.N. Popo-
va’s “Dictionary of Geographical Names of Ka-
zakhstan”, we found that Russian and Kazakh
geographical names semantically related to or-
ganoleptic toponyms and reflecting the nation-
al and cultural worldview of the ethnic group
are of particular interest for research.

Classification of organoleptic toponyms is
given by type of perception:

— visual (colour, shape, light): Alakel — a
colourful lake; Ashakol — a cloven lake with
a fork; Baitike — a tract of land with steep
cliffs; Zharlykol — a lake with steep, precipi-
tous banks; /thas — a lake whose coastline is
covered with mounds resembling dog heads;
liradyr — a curved, winding adyr (rolling foot-

hills in Central Asia with desert and semi-
desert landscapes); lirzhar — a winding ravine;
lirkol — a winding lake; lirtas — a stone with
curved, winding edges; Kazansor — a kzan
(cauldron)-shaped lake;

— auditory (noise, echo): Aygaikel — a
noisy lake; Aigaikudyk — a well in which noise
can be heard (like an echo); Duana —atractin a
crevice from which a humming sound could be
heard; Shaldauyk — a restless, noisy lake;

— taste (bitter, sour, salty, sweet, hon-
ey): Tuzkudyk — a well with salty water; Ash-
chyboin — a river with bitter-tasting water;
Baldykel — a honey-coloured lake with fresh,
tasty drinking water; Ashchykarabulak — a
clear spring fed by groundwater on salt marsh-
es; Saumalkel — a lake near which sour grass
(saumaldyk) grows;

— olfactory (aroma, smell): Sasykkel — a
foul-smelling, rotten lake; Sasyksor — rotten,
smelly sor (rubbish); Kusyksor — a smelly lake;
Karasuk — a river with rotten, smelly water;

— tactile (smooth, rough): Kaskatzhal —
a tract on a bald, wind-smoothed mountain
ridge; Kaskabas — a bald, smooth head, clearly
visible, the nearest smooth mountain peak.

Of all the organoleptic names of geograph-
ical objects listed, the authors focused their at-
tention on gustatory toponyms, i.e. names of
geographical objects that appeared on the ba-
sis of taste sensations. A total of 240 entries
were selected from V.N. Popova’s “Dictionary
of Geographical Names of Kazakhstan”, de-
noting salty, bitter/bitter-salty; sour/sour-salty;

sweet/honey, bland, fatty/oily taste. The most
numerous group of gustatory toponyms are
geographical names that include the indicators
tuz (salt), ashchy (bitter, bitter-salty), and sor
(salt marsh). Of the 240 toponyms, the indica-
tors tuz, sor (salt, salt marsh) are components of
155 geographical names (65%); ashchy (bitter-
salty) — 20 (8%); ashchy (bitter-salty, sour) — 21
(9%); bal (sweet, honey) — 14 (6%); ak (pure,
fresh) — 10 (4%); mai, mi (fatty, oily) — 20 (8%).
The numerical ratio of organoleptic toponyms
with taste characteristics is shown in Fig. 2
The indicator term sor in Kazakh top-
onymy is widely used to denote salt marshes,
salines, and salt lakes with muddy bottoms,
which have salt-tolerant vegetation and dry
up partially or completely in summer. It is im-
portant for livestock farmers to know about the
presence of salt marshes and lakes, not only be-
cause they are dangerous, especially in winter,
but also because saline pastures are necessary
for livestock to have a variety of food; in addi-
tion, in autumn, salt marshes are covered with
good vegetation, and on salt marshes, livestock
wool becomes shiny and smooth (Ibid.: 268—
269). We can cite the names of the following
geographical objects from V.N. Popova’s dic-
tionary: Aksor — a shallow, marshy salt lake;
Aksorkudyk — a well near a white salt marsh /
a well with very salty water; Bessor® — a tract

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of land with many shallow, drying salt lakes;
Deongeleksor — a shallow, marshy, salty saline
lake; Oynaksor — a spreading salt lake; Sholak-
bulaksor — a short spring near a salt lake, and
many others.

As our observations have shown, the in-
dicator term ashchy in toponyms most often
denotes mixed taste qualities:

— bitter-salty: Bosagashsor — a bitter-salty
salt lake with rapids; Ashchyly — a bitter-salty
lake; Sileti — an alkaline river saturated with
bitterness, salt and bile;

— brackish-bitter: Ashchyozen — a river
with brackish-bitter water; Aschykudyk —a well
with brackish-bitter water.

The indicator term tuz, literally “salt”, is
often found in toponyms indicating the pres-
ence of salt in water or places where edible salt
is extracted: Bastuz —an upper (main) lake with
lumpy (head) salt; Kala tuz — an almost dried-
up lake where salt is extracted; Tyrnaktuz — a
lake with a small amount of salt (salt that is
raked and scraped), etc.

The indicator ashchy (bitter-salty) may
have an additional sour taste: Ashchykarabu-
lak — a transparent spring (fed by bitter-salty,
acidic groundwater) on ashchy. Plants also in-
dicate the sour taste of water: Saumalkol — a
lake near which sour grass (saumaldyk) grows.

The concept of sweet (delicious, thirst-
quenching) water in place names is conveyed
by the word bal (honey) and plant licorice
(Kazakh: miya): Baldykel — honey, a lake with
fresh, delicious drinking water; Baldykudyk —
a honey-bearing well; Miyaly — a tract of land
covered with licorice shrubs; Karakelteniz —
licorice lake; Sladkoye (meaning “sweet” in
Russian) — a lake with fresh, delicious water.

As can be seen from the examples given,
in toponyms the concepts of sweet, honeyed,
and delicious often have the meaning of fresh,
drinkable, and thirst-quenching. “Lakes with
good, fresh water are usually called Tush-
chykel or Baldykel by Kazakhs” (Ibid.: 267).
Such semantic relationships between the above
lexemes are expressed in the hydronyms 7ush-
chykarasu — a fresh spring river; Tushchykel —
a fresh (freshwater) lake; Tushchykelagash — a
forest (tract) with a fresh lake; Tushchykudyk —
a fresh (freshwater) well, etc.

Of the 240 place names studied, 20 are as-
sociated with the oiliness and fatness of clay.
The authors considered it possible to classify
them as gustatory, taking into account not the
plasticity of the clay texture, but its taste quali-
ties: earthy, dusty taste, with signs of dampness
and chalk; sometimes sweetish or salty, with
a taste of brick. Toponyms with the indicator
mai (may) (fat) indicate abundance, properties,
qualities of clay, vegetation, as well as sacred
places. “Among the pagan Turks, mai was as-
sociated with holiness or patronage and served
as a symbol of faith, in particular, as the name
of the goddess-patroness of children” (cf. Altai
May-ene, Orkhon Umai — ‘spirit’ of water and
earth)” (Ibid.: 217). For example: Maibulak, lit.
fat (oily) spring, — sacred spring; Maikel — sa-
cred lake; Maikaiyn, lit. fat (oily) birch, — sa-
cred birch (a special variety of birch with large,
thick, shiny, oily leaves that retain moisture for
a long time); Maikubin — abundant (lake) — as
explained by local residents (cf. kubide mai;
kubinin, tubi de mai — “full (excessive) abun-
dance™); Maisor — oily rubbish; Mibulak —
boggy, oily spring. Mai also referred to rich
pastures: Maitubek — a tract on the peninsula
where there was abundant fodder (butter was
obtained from cows).

As can be seen from the material present-
ed, taste-related toponyms represent a special
layer of the ethnolinguistic worldview, where
the sensory perception of nature is transformed
into the metaphorical language of culture. By
naming springs, lakes or rivers according to
their taste qualities, the Kazakh people not only
record the physical properties of water, but also
create a symbolic model of human interaction
with the environment.

Thus, Tuzkudyk (a salty well) becomes a
metaphor for the harsh land, where salt is a sign
of stability and hardship. Ashchyboin (a bitter
river) reflects the experience of bitterness,
which is perceived not only organoleptically,
but also as a cultural symbol of difficulties and
overcoming them. In contrast, Baldykel (a hon-
ey lake) embodies sweetness and goodness,
metaphorically expressing the idea of abun-
dance and harmony.

Ashchykarabulak (a bitter transparent
spring) combines purity and a salty taste, be-
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coming a metaphor for duality: transparency
acts as truth, saltiness as a test. Saumalkol
(sour lake) symbolises freshness and liveliness,
as sour taste is traditionally associated with
vigour and renewal. Taste-related organoleptic
toponyms function as metaphors for sensory
ethnic experience, where the taste of water be-
comes a cultural sign and natural quality turns
into a symbol of collective memory. They not
only describe physical reality, but also form
in the minds of native speakers a poetic image
of the space in which Kazakhs exist with their
history and identity.

Summing it up, analysis of gustatory top-
onyms has shown that the meaning of indicator
terms such as sor, ashchy, tuz, bal, mai, etc.
in geographical names is often metaphorical,
indicating different taste qualities of water, its
suitability/unsuitability for consumption, the
structure of vegetation, the surrounding ter-
rain, etc. This points to the need for further
research into other groups of organoleptic top-
onyms: visual, auditory, tactile, etc.

Conclusion

Structural and semantic analysis of the
material in “Dictionary of Geographical Names
of Kazakhstan” by V.N. Popova has shown the
toponymy of Kazakhstan as systematically or-
ganised, characterised by lexical-semantic and
structural groups and classes of geographical
names, which are based on extralinguistic (so-

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Introduction

Modern linguistics is marked by an
increasing interest in linguistic phenomena
that reflect semantic contradiction, cognitive
ambivalence, and the complexity of meaning
perception. One of the most expressive and
conceptually significant ways of representing
internal semantic conflict is the oxymoron —
a special type of word combination based on
the interaction of antonymic or semantically
incompatible components within a single
semantic space.

Historically, the phenomenon of the
oxymoron goes back to the ancient rhetorical

tradition. In Quintilian’s Institutio Oratoria, we
already find a description of the technique that
combines opposites “for the sake of sharpness
and surprise” (acutum stultum — ““a sharp folly”).
In medieval and Renaissance poetic culture,
the oxymoron became an expressive means of
theological and artistic thought, embodying the
contradictory nature of human experience. It
is enough to recall Shakespeare’s famous line:
“O brawling love, O loving hate!” — where
antonymic features create an image of emotional
and philosophical conflict.

In modern linguistic studies, interest in the
oxymoron has gone beyond stylistics and poet-
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ics, becoming an object of cognitive analysis.
V.N. Teliya (1996) defines the oxymoron as “a
collision of opposite meanings that creates the
effect of a semantic explosion and a new point
of semantic balance” (p. 141). N.D. Arutyuno-
va (1990) regards it as ““a metalinguistic play of
meanings expressing the contradictory nature of
human perception of the world.” G. Leech (1969)
calls the oxymoron “a condensed paradox,” and
D. Crystal (2008) defines it as “a rhetorical com-
bination of contradictory terms producing a sin-
gle expressive unit.” These definitions demon-
strate that the oxymoron is understood not
merely as a stylistic device but as a cognitively
motivated means of linguistic thought, illustrat-
ing the human ability to integrate opposite con-
cepts within a unified semantic field.

Modern cognitive models (Lakoff & John-
son, 1980; Fauconnier & Turner, 2002) con-
sider the oxymoron within the framework of
conceptual blending — a process in which two
incompatible mental domains are projected
into a shared space, generating a new and “ex-
plosive” meaning. Thus, in the expression deaf-
ening silence, the sensory opposites of “sound”
and “silence” are combined to form a cognitive
metaphor in which silence is perceived as the
highest degree of sound intensity.

At the same time, as language evolves,
many oxymorons undergo lexicalization —a pro-
cess in which the semantic contradiction is lost,
and the expression becomes a term or a neutral
designation. For example, combinations such as
civil war, virtual reality, and student teacher in
modern English are no longer perceived as par-
adoxical, although historically they are built on
opposite semantic features. Therefore, the oxy-
moron functions as a dynamic category in which
semantic conflict may be preserved, weakened,
or completely neutralized.

Modern lexicographic and reference
sources (LiteraryDevices.net; Grammarly.
com; Baldick, 2015) traditionally classify hun-
dreds of such expressions as oxymorons with-
out differentiating the degree of antonymic
tension. However, corpus data shows that not
all of these expressions are oxymorons in the
strict linguistic sense. For instance, cruel kind-
ness and deafening silence preserve internal
semantic conflict, whereas civil war and virtu-

al reality function as established terms. This
discrepancy between the theoretical definition
and actual language practice creates a research
problem that requires empirical verification.

In corpus linguistics, corpus-based evi-
dence makes it possible to complement intro-
spective observations with attested usage data
and to examine how linguistic units function
across contexts and registers.

Indeed, corpus linguistics provides a
unique opportunity to move from intuitive
observation to the objective verification of lin-
guistic facts, including the oxymoron, by re-
cording its real-world function in context, its
frequency, and its distribution across genres.

In this regard, a comprehensive analysis
combining cognitive, semantic, and corpus-
based perspectives is needed. This approach
enabled the classification of the analyzed ex-
pressions into three functional types.

The present study aims to determine the
actual status of English oxymoronic expres-
sions within the system of modern English, to
identify the degree of preservation of antonym-
ic conflict, and to develop the principles of their
corpus-based lexicographic description.

To achieve this aim, the following objec-
tives are set:

1. To systematize existing approaches to
defining and classifying oxymorons.

2. To develop criteria for distinguishing
genuine, contextual, and terminological (pseu-
do) oxymorons.

3. To conduct corpus-based verification
of the selected expressions using data from
COCA, NOW, and BNC.

4. To identify cognitive and pragmatic
mechanisms influencing the degree of oxymo-
ronicity.

5. To develop a typological model of
corpus-based lexicography reflecting the pro-
cesses of semantic bleaching and lexicaliza-
tion.

The introduction concludes with a transi-
tion to the theoretical and methodological foun-
dations of the study, where the oxymoron is
considered as a multidimensional phenomenon
at the intersection of semantic, cognitive, and
pragmatic paradigms, and the corpus approach
serves as a tool for its objective verification.
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Theoretical Framework

The theoretical framework of this re-
search is built on the integration of cognitive,
semantic, and corpus-linguistic paradigms
within modern linguistics. This approach
is motivated by the understanding that the
oxymoron, as a linguistic phenomenon, can-
not be reduced to a rhetorical figure or sty-
listic device. Rather, it represents a dynamic
cognitive-semantic structure that reflects the
capacity of language to unite opposing con-
cepts and to model the semantic paradoxes
inherent in human thought.

From the standpoint of cognitive linguis-
tics (Lakoff & Johnson, 1980; Fauconnier &
Turner, 2002), the oxymoron arises as the result
of a conceptual conflict that occurs through the
interaction of two incompatible semantic do-
mains. In contrast to a metaphor, where mean-
ing is transferred by analogy, the oxymoron is
realized through contrast and collision. How-
ever, this collision does not destroy meaning;
instead, it generates a new cognitive configura-
tion that expands it. The theory of conceptual
blending (Fauconnier & Turner, 2002) explains
this process as the projection of two men-
tal spaces into an integrated cognitive space,
within which a new, “supra-logical” meaning
emerges. Thus, semantic contradiction in the
oxymoron is not a violation of logic but a pro-
ductive cognitive function.

From a semantic perspective (Arutyun-
ova, 1990; Teliya, 1996; Gak, 1998), the oxy-
moron represents a special form of interaction
between antonymic features in which opposing
concepts do not negate one another but instead
participate in the process of semantic integra-
tion. This makes it possible to interpret anton-
ymy not as a source of logical inconsistency
but as a productive mechanism of meaning
formation, in which contradiction functions as
a driver of semantic development and expres-
siveness. Hence, the oxymoron illustrates the
ability of language to transform apparent logi-
cal conflict into semantic integration of oppo-
sites, where meaning emerges through, rather
than despite, opposition.

Corpus linguistics, in turn, provides the
empirical foundation for analysis, making it
possible to move from theoretical observations

to verifiable data. It records the real function-
ing of oxymorons across genres and registers.
The use of the COCA, NOW, and BNC corpo-
ra enables the observation of how expressions
traditionally defined as oxymorons operate
in authentic discourse and how they evolve —
from active semantic conflict to processes of
desemantization and terminologization. For in-
stance, expressions such as “bittersweet” and
“deafening silence” maintain stable antonymic
tension across contexts, whereas “civil war”
and “virtual reality” lose their original oppo-
sition and become neutral terms. This process
exemplifies, in Teliya’s (1996) words, “the tran-
sition of a trope from the sphere of expression
to the sphere of norm.”

Methodologically, the study relies on the
principles of multilevel analysis, incorporating
semantic, contextual, and corpus levels. At the
semantic level, the presence or absence of ant-
onymic conflict between components is identi-
fied; at the contextual level, the conditions and
genres that activate this conflict are determined;
and at the corpus level, the frequency, variabil-
ity, and degree of lexicalization of each expres-
sion are established. The combination of these
parameters enables the classification of oxymo-
rons according to the degree of preservation of
semantic contradiction, distinguishing genu-
ine (lexical), contextual, and terminological
(pseudo-) types. This differentiation, confirmed
by corpus evidence, reflects the gradual transi-
tion from figurativeness to normativity, consis-
tent with the concept of the semantic evolution
of lexical units (Hoey, 2005).

Overall, the theoretical and methodologi-
cal orientation of the research proceeds from
the understanding of the oxymoron as a mul-
tilayered, cognitive-semantic phenomenon that
integrates internal antonymy, metaphorical
blending, and empirically observable seman-
tic dynamics. The combination of cognitive,
semantic, and corpus approaches ensures a
systematic analysis and makes it possible to
reveal the actual mechanisms underlying the
transition from semantic conflict to its loss in
the process of lexicalization. Such an integra-
tive approach provides a foundation for the ob-
jective description of oxymorons in their con-
temporary linguistic functioning. It forms the
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basis for the corpus-based typology and lexico-
graphic description presented in the following
section. Depending on the degree to which ant-
onymic contradiction is preserved, three types
of oxymorons are distinguished: genuine, con-
textual, and terminological (pseudo-).

Statement of the Problem

Despite extensive discussion of oxymoron
in rhetorical, stylistic, and cognitive-linguistic
traditions, there is still no empirically grounded
model that distinguishes oxymoronic expres-
sions according to the degree of preservation of
their internal semantic contradiction. In most
linguistic and reference sources, oxymorons are
treated as a homogeneous category, without tak-
ing into account the fact that many expressions
traditionally labeled as oxymorons demonstrate
different stages of semantic weakening or com-
plete lexicalization in actual language use.

As a result, the boundaries between genu-
ine oxymorons, context-dependent paradoxical
constructions, and terminological combina-
tions remain theoretically blurred and meth-
odologically unsubstantiated. This leads to a
discrepancy between theoretical definitions of
oxymoron and its real functioning in contem-
porary English discourse.

The problem addressed in the present
study is the lack of objective, corpus-based
criteria for verifying oxymoronicity and for
differentiating degrees of semantic conflict in
English oxymoronic expressions. Addressing
this issue requires the development of corpus-
based criteria capable of capturing how oxy-
morons function across contexts, frequencies,
and genres in modern English.

Methods

The study employs the following research
methods: corpus-based frequency analysis, se-
mantic analysis of antonymic features, contex-
tual analysis of usage conditions, and compar-
ative typological classification. These methods
are applied to data obtained from the COCA,
NOW, and BNC corpora in order to verify oxy-
moronicity and determine the degree of seman-
tic conflict.

To ensure methodological transparen-
cy and reproducibility, all expressions were

analyzed following the same procedure: (1)
identification of the oxymoronic candidate in
reference sources; (2) extraction of corpus oc-
currences from COCA, NOW, and BNC; (3)
examination of contextual usage for semantic
conflict activation; (4) calculation of frequen-
cy per million words; and (5) classification of
the expression according to the degree of pre-
served antonymic contradiction.

The empirical foundation of the study in-
cludes three major English corpora: the Corpus
of Contemporary American English (COCA),
the NOW Corpus (News on the Web), and the
British National Corpus (BNC). Together, these
corpora provide large-scale multi-genre data,
making it possible to observe usage across reg-
isters and time periods and to compare oxymo-
ron patterns in American and British English.
The research material consisted of a dataset of
over four hundred expressions traditionally de-
fined in reference and educational sources as
oxymorons (according to LiteraryDevices.net,
Grammarly.com, and the Oxford Dictionary of
Literary Terms). Each selected expression was
verified in COCA, NOW, and BNC for its fre-
quency, contextual environment, and seman-
tic interpretation. For every combination, the
number of occurrences (per million words), the
surrounding context, and the discourse type —
literary, journalistic, conversational, academic,
and others — were recorded.

Special attention was given not only to
quantitative parameters but also to qualitative
contextual analysis. The main objective was to
determine whether an expression retains its ant-
onymic contradiction or, conversely, has lost it
through lexicalization. For example, the expres-
sion bittersweet occurs more than two thousand
times in COCA and in almost all cases preserves
the semantic opposition “pleasant—bitter,” which
allows it to be classified as a genuine (lexical)
oxymoron. By contrast, civil war appears tens of
thousands of times and functions as a historical-
political term, having lost any sense of paradox
between “civil” and “war”.

To determine the status of each expres-
sion, a comprehensive method combining se-
mantic, cognitive, and contextual analysis was
employed. The principal classification criterion
was the degree to which internal contradiction
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is preserved. On this basis, three types of oxy-
morons were identified:

— Genuine (lexical) — stable antonymic
combinations whose contradiction is retained
regardless of context (bittersweet, deafening
silence, cruel kindness).

— Contextual — expressions whose oxy-
moronicity emerges only in particular contexts
(alone together, hopelessly optimistic, orga-
nized chaos).

— Terminological (pseudo) — combina-
tions that have lost semantic contradiction and
now function as terms (civil war, virtual reali-
ty, student teacher).

Verification of each expression’s type in-
volved a combination of quantitative and quali-
tative methods. Frequency analysis established
how regularly an expression occurs, while
contextual analysis determined the presence or
absence of cognitive conflict. If an expression
was perceived as neutral in most contexts, it
was classified as terminological; if contradic-
tion was activated contextually, it was consid-
ered contextual; and if antonymy persisted at
the lexical level, it was regarded as genuine.

The methodological basis of the research
draws on the principles of corpus analysis (Sin-
clair, 1991; Davies, 2008), cognitive semantics
(Lakoff & Johnson, 1980; Fauconnier & Turn-
er, 2002), and modern lexicography (Atkins &
Rundell, 2008). These frameworks combine
statistical precision with cognitive interpre-
tation of data. As M. Davies notes, “Corpus
analysis allows us to see how language actually
functions rather than how it is perceived by the
researcher” (Davies, 2018).

The initial observation showed that not
all expressions described as oxymorons in
stylistic and literary reference works genuine-
ly preserve internal contradiction. In some in-
stances, it has weakened; in others, it has been
completely neutralized. This issue was previ-
ously noted by V.N. Teliya (1996) and G. La-
koff & M. Johnson (1980), who emphasized
that metaphorical and oxymoronic structures
display semantic dynamism—a gradual transi-
tion from vivid figurative conflict to neutral
nomination.

To distinguish these types, three comple-
mentary criteria were applied:

Semantic criterion — the presence of active
antonymic semes between components was
verified. If both remained opposite and active
(e.g., bitter—sweet, deafening—silence), the ex-
pression was classified as genuine. If one seme
was neutralized (civil war), the expression was
considered terminological.

Contextual criterion — it was determined
whether contradiction persisted in most corpus
contexts. When antonymy remained active,
the expression was regarded as lexical; if it ap-
peared only in specific usages, it was consid-
ered contextual.

Frequency criterion —the degree of lexical-
ization was assessed using corpus data. High
frequency (over three occurrences per million
words) accompanied by lack of expressiveness
indicated terminologization, whereas lower
frequency and contextual variability pointed to
ongoing figurativeness.

Thus, the corpus-based approach combined
with cognitive-semantic analysis enabled the
formulation of objective criteria for classifying
English oxymorons according to the degree of
preservation of antonymic contradiction. The
distinction among genuine (lexical), contextu-
al, and terminological (pseudo-) types provides
the foundation for subsequent quantitative and
functional description of the material.

The results of the corpus analysis, along
with specific examples, are presented in the fol-
lowing section.

Discussion

Corpus data obtained through the anal-
ysis not only confirmed the validity of the
proposed typology but also made it possible
to trace the dynamics of oxymoronic expres-
sions across genres and registers of modern
English. In particular, contextual analysis
demonstrated that the degree of semantic
conflict is directly related to genre, pragmatic
intent, and frequency of use. In literary and
journalistic texts, oxymorons tend to maintain
vivid antonymic tension, serving expressive
and conceptual functions that help authors
convey conflicting emotions or philosophical
oppositions (e.g., bittersweet memory, deaf-
ening silence). In conversational and media
discourse, by contrast, paradoxical meaning

High-frequency combinations fixed in pro-
fessional registers (virtual reality, civil war)
illustrate the transition toward terminological
norm, where the paradox is fully neutralized.
Thus, genre and frequency function not mere-

ly as external parameters but as factors of
cognitive evolution that determine whether an
oxymoron remains an active figurative unit or
becomes a stable lexical unit.

The analysis confirms that expressions
traditionally described as oxymorons represent
not a mere stylistic phenomenon but a complex
linguistic category that demonstrates a gradu-
al loss of internal antonymic conflict. Corpus

data make it possible to describe this dynamic
both quantitatively and qualitatively, relying on
three key analytical criteria:

1. the presence of internal antonymy be-
tween components;

2. the degree of contextual dependence
of meaning;

3. the functional behavior of the expres-
sion in corpora (frequency, genre distribution,
stylistic load);

Based on these criteria, three functional
types of oxymorons were identified across the
three major English corpora (COCA, NOW, and
BNC): genuine (lexical), contextual, and ter-
minological (pseudo-). Genuine oxymorons

preserve their internal semantic contradiction
regardless of context; contextual ones display
it only under specific usage conditions, while
terminological oxymorons have lost their ant-
onymic foundation and function as fixed terms
or idiomatic expressions. To illustrate these
distinctions, representative corpus examples of
each type are provided below.

Genuine oxymorons possess high seman-
tic density: they not only preserve antonymy
but transform it into a means of expressive-
ness. Their use is often associated with emo-
tional or philosophical reflection, where the
internal conflict itself becomes a source of
meaning.

Some evaluative combinations with ant-
onymic adjectives (e.g., terribly good, awfully
nice, seriously funny) may be treated as border-
line cases, in which historically negative adjec-
tives function as conventional intensifiers. Their

classification reflects partial retention of seman-
tic contrast rather than full logical contradiction.

Contextual oxymorons represent a transi-
tional type between active antonymy and con-
ventionalized usage. They exhibit high semiot-
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ic adaptability: the contradiction is “activated”
only in specific contexts or through the author’s
intention.

The corpus analysis reveals a gradual
dynamic of semantic conflict — from active
antonymy to its weakening and eventual dis-
appearance. Genuine oxymorons such as silent
scream, sweet sorrow, and living death retain
internal contradiction regardless of context
and perform an explicitly expressive function.
Contextual combinations like terrible beauty,
organized chaos, and peaceful war exhibit par-
adoxical meaning only under specific genre or
pragmatic conditions, often activated in liter-
ary or journalistic discourse. In turn, expres-
sions such as industrial peace, virtual office,
and military intelligence demonstrate the com-
plete loss of antonymic tension, functioning as
terminological or clichéd constructions.

Analysis of more than four hundred ex-
pressions verified across COCA, NOW, and
BNC enabled a quantitative assessment of the
distribution of oxymoronic constructions. The
findings show that:

— about 15 % of combinations preserve
a stable antonymic contradiction and may be
regarded as genuine (lexical) oxymorons;

— approximately 35 % display paradoxi-
cal meaning only under certain discourse con-
ditions and belong to the contextual type;

— the remaining around 50 % have lost
semantic opposition and function as termino-
logical (pseudo-) oxymorons;

These proportions confirm that the phe-
nomenon of the oxymoron in modern English
is gradual rather than binary: between a liv-
ing antonymic conflict and its full desemanti-
zation lies a broad transitional zone. Thus, cor-
pus data convincingly support the three-level
dynamic model of the oxymoron — from active
semantic conflict, through contextual reinter-
pretation, to terminological normalization.

This evolution demonstrates not only the
changing status of individual expressions but
also a broader cognitive-semantic mechanism:
language gradually integrates contradiction
into the system of stable meanings. The oxy-
moron, therefore, functions not merely as a
rhetorical figure but as an indicator of the cog-
nitive evolution of language, in which internal

opposition becomes a driving force of meaning
formation.

Conclusions

Based on data from three major corpora
of contemporary English — COCA, NOW, and
BNC - this study offers a comprehensive ac-
count of the English oxymoron in cognitive,
corpus-based, and lexicographic perspectives.
The corpus methodology ensured empiri-
cal representativeness, while the cognitive-
semantic approach enabled the identification
of the mechanisms of semantic conflict and its
dynamic development in language.

The analysis of more than 400 expressions
traditionally classified as oxymorons reveals
that the phenomenon is not homogeneous in
modern linguistics. The study confirms the
existence of three functional types that differ
in the degree to which antonymic conflict is
preserved, ranging from active lexical units to
terminologically fixed ones. This distribution
reflects the gradual nature of the phenomenon
and is corroborated by corpus evidence.

Quantitatively, only about 15 % of the ex-
pressions retain a stable antonymic contradic-
tion and can be regarded as genuine oxymorons;
approximately 35 % exhibit contextual depen-
dence; and roughly 50 % function as termino-
logical or clichéd expressions that have lost their
paradoxical character. These figures indicate
that the oxymoron in modern English is a gradi-
ent rather than a binary category, which justi-
fies speaking of a continuum of oxymoronicity.

The identified levels align with the three
stages of linguistic imagery evolution described
by V.N. Teliya (1996) and G. Lakoff & M. John-
son (1980): from a “semantic explosion” to cog-
nitive stabilization and terminological fixation.
Thus, the oxymoron appears not as a static trope
but as a dynamic cognitive phenomenon that
reflects the language’s capacity to register and
structure the contradictions of human thought.

Unlike the rhetorical-stylistic tradition
that treats oxymoron as a static figure, corpus
evidence reveals transitional forms in which
semantic conflict may be weakened, context-
activated, or fully neutralized.

Practically, the findings advance corpus
lexicography and cognitive semantics. The
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proposed three-level typology and classifica-
tion criteria can be used in the compilation of
specialized dictionaries of expressive units,
to support corpus-based projects on idiomatic
structures, and to develop systems for automat-
ic semantic annotation. The results also have
applications in language pedagogy, particular-
ly in teaching the analysis of metaphorical and
antonymic constructions, interpreting figura-
tive meanings, and understanding the pragmat-
ic functions of semantic paradoxes.
